Dr. Brewster Higley (b. 1822) of
Indlana wrote this song when he
lived In Kansas. The words were
printed In a local paper (1873),
and became a favorite song along
the cattle tralls. First published
in 1910, the author never saw a

copy nor recelved a cent of roy-
alty. His last home was in Shawnee,
Okl where he died May 11, 1811
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Site about 1 miles S. F

A battle at Ingalls, on Sept. I
1893, ~ between a Dalton - Doolin
gang and U. S. marshals was a
climax In bringing law and order
to Oklahoma and Indian terri-
torles. Three marshals and two
residents  were  Killed:  several
persons were wounded: one outlaw
was captured. Ingalls was once
the home of “Rose of Cimarron.
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
