| Oklahoma and (ndlan Territary Of-
fically Proclaimed the State of Okla.
homa—New Star to be Added July

4, the Nation’s Birthday

WASHINGTON: Another grand
star was added to the galaxy of states
Saturday, November 16th, when Presi-
dent Roosevelt affixad his sigmature
to the proclamation declarfng Okla-
homa and Indlan Territory the state
of Oklahoma. After long controversy,
suffering and strife the pen of Theo-
dore Roosavelt granted a million and
8 half people the right of seif-zovern.
ment.

This is the forty-sixth member of
the family of states, and its birth wiil
be celebrated by the addition of a
new swr to the flag of the Union on
July 4, next, the birtaday of the na-
en.

The ceremonies attending the birth
of Oklahoma were very simple. At
the hour stated, a small crowd of
newspaper men and statesmen as-
sembled in the cablnet room of the
‘White House. Secretary Loeb ap-
peared upon tha scene carrying the
proclamation, in  typewritten form,
and an eagle quill sent to the presi-
dent by Oklahoma friends. Prest-
dent. Roosavelt followed closely, took
his seat at the head of the cabinet
tadble, caught up the eagle quill, dipped
It into.the ink well and. then dashed

i O his signaturs at the bottom of the
| proclamation. .
