Statehood Proclamation

“By the President of the United States of American – A Proclamation:


“Whereas, the Congress of the United States did by an act approved on the 16th day of June, one thousand nine hundred and six, provide that the inhabitations of the territory of Oklahoma and of the Indian Territory might, adopt a constitution and become the state of Oklahoma, and


“Whereas, it appears from the information laid before me that such convention was duly elected and such constitution and state government were thereby duly formed, and the said convention submitted the said constitution to the people of the said state for ratification or rejection,


“Whereas, it has been certified to me, by the governor of the territory of Oklahoma and by the judge senior in service of the United States court of appeals in the Indian Territory that a majority of the legal votes cast at an election duly provided for by ordinance, have been cast for the adoption of said constitution, and 


Whereas, a copy of the said constitution has been certified to me, as required by said act, 


“Whereas, it appears that the said constitution and government of the proposed state of Oklahoma are republican in form and that the said constitution makes no distinction in civil or political rights on account of race or color, and is not repugnant to the constitution of the United States.


“Now, therefore, I, Theodore Roosevelt, president of the United States of America, do in accordance with the provisions of the said act of Congress of June 16, 1906, declare and announce that the sate of Oklahoma is to be deemed admitted by Congress into the Union under the said act on an equal footing with the original states.


“In testimony, I have hereunto set my hand and caused the seal of the United States to be affixed.  Done at the city of Washington this 16th day of November in the year of our Lord one thousand nine hundred and seven, and of the independence of the United States of America the one hundred and thirty-second.
